Message from the Board
We welcome Mark Onsurez!

My name is Mark Onsurez and I have lived in Southern California for nearly 10 years, with the last 6 being here in San Diego living in La Vita.
I have enjoyed being part of the Little Italy community and especially getting to know everyone here in La Vita.  I look forward to serving on the board and helping to continue the strong sense of community that we have created.
Let’s be Water-Wise! 

San Diego will soon be under more mandatory water restrictions. Your la Vita board has instituted common area conservation measure including: reducing watering to allowed dates; reducing the hours the fountain runs; adding a variable frequency water pump.

Here are some water saving tips for homeowners and tenants: 

In The Bathroom

Replace regular showerheads with low-flow showerheads. (Saves up to 230 gallons a week.)

Keep showers to five minutes or less using a low-flow showerhead. (Saves up to 75 gallons a week per person.)

Turn the water off while lathering-up in the shower. Then turn the water back on to quickly rinse. (Saves up to 75 gallons a week per person.)
Turn the water off while brushing your teeth or shaving. (Saves up to 35 gallons a week per person.)

Take shallow baths, no more than 3 inches of water. (Saves up to 100 gallons a week per person.)

Check toilets for leaks. Drop a dye tablet or a teaspoon of food coloring (avoid red) in the tank. If color appears in the bowl after 15 minutes, replace the "flapper" valve. (Saves up to 100 gallons a week for each toilet repaired.)

In the Kitchen

Hand wash dishes just once a day using the least amount of detergent possible. Use a sprayer or short blasts of water to rinse. (Saves up to 100 gallons a week.)

Run a dishwasher only with a full load. (Saves up to 30 gallons a week.)

Scrape food scraps off dishes in the garbage can or rinse them off with very short blasts of water. (Saves up to 60 gallons a week.)

Rinse vegetables and fruits in a sink or a pan filled with water instead of under running water. (Saves up to 30 gallons a week.)

Run garbage disposer only on alternate days. (Saves up to 25 gallons a week.)

Around The House

Repair all leaky faucets and fixtures. (Can save more than 150 gallons for each leak.)

When doing the laundry, never wash less than a full load. (Saves up to 100 gallons a week.)
Building Engineer
KSH Services has introduced Keith Daniels as La Vita’s new Chief Building Engineer. He comes highly recommended and is very experienced. Look for Keith maintaining our common area equipment, and say hello!
Plumbing Repair 
Repair in the 05 stack was completed successfully and we are moving forward with the next stack (07). These repairs include: installing yoke vents and removing speed bumps from the kitchen stack riser; and replacing the existing pipe with a 4 inch pipe. These repairs are part of the litigation and will help to minimize kitchen sink backups.
Pool: The pool and spa repair (litigation settlement) and renovation continues. We are aiming for completion by Memorial Day. The work includes drain repair and installing new drain trenches; creating new access points for the drains; bringing the pool and spa up to code; plastering; new coping, decking, waterproofing, and lighting. 
Pigeons
After experiencing some issues in a few tower stacks with “pigeon deposits” on windows, we contracted with a certified and specialized pest control company. The immediate problem has been greatly reduced by using corn with Avitrol (a chemical used to “frighten” the flocks) and placed only on the roof. Once determined the flock has moved, pigeon spikes or “daddy long legs” will be installed.  
Mosquitos: San Diego County Vector Control is releasing concerns about mosquito transmitted West Nile Virus. While mosquitos problems are rare at la Vita, there have been a few reported. Our grounds maintenance do a good job of removing standing water, however, residents with balcony or patio plants, PLEASE ensure that your plant “saucers” are free from standing water that can be mosquito breeding territory.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) and Reminders


I’m hearing a lot about AirBNB rentals? What can you tell me about la Vita’s policies? What important information do I need to know?





Your CC&Rs and Rules and Regulations prohibit Vacation Rentals for all or part of your unit for less than 30 days. Short term rentals are a direct violation of CC&Rs. The Management office must receive a copy of all leases prior to tenant moving in.


Recent court ruling have upheld an Association’s right to prohibit or limit short term vacation rentals.





AirBNB rentals are posing new concerns, in which tenants will short-term lease either the entire unit, or a portion thereof, as a short term rental. Frequently these AirBNB listings are without the knowledge or consent of the homeowner. 


�Please be aware that ALL short term rentals are subject to CC&R regulations! If your tenant is in violation by short term leasing all or part of a unit, the homeowner will be liable for fines incurred. In many cases, a tenant will also be in violation of their lease, if there is language that prohibits subletting.





Also, homeowner should be aware of a potentially new concern, in which tenants lease a unit in a desirable area for the express intent of sub-leasing as an AirBNB rental. Frequently the tenant will not even reside in the leased unit.





You Association board asks that you as homeowner (or your property managers) carefully monitor your tenants, and add language in leases that prohibits any sort of subletting. Help us by watching vacation rental websites (AirBNB, VRBO, HomeAway), or Craigslist if you are suspicious that your property may be compromised. 
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
